KTA Convention Minutes

General Meeting

July 31, 2011

Meeting started at 10:20 am with fourteen members in attendance.

3.  Judges are eligible to judge pieces at any time at their convenience. 

4.  Also discussed assigning jobs to other members to ease Wade’s workload.

6.  There was an issue of running out of third place ribbons.  Ribbons were borrowed from board members to be replaced at a later time by Wade.

The KDFWR has  proposed changes for 2011  to KAR 301 concerning importation of Cervids (deer,Elk) from a CWD  state       

(4)  A licensed taxidermist may accept a cervid head with an intact skull originating from an      infected state if the taxidermist:
      (a) Contacts the department within forty-eight (48) hours after receiving the cervid head;
      (b) Provides to the department the hunter’s name and address; and
      (c) Transfers the skull with the intact brain to the department once the skull plate has been removed.
It is still illegal for the hunter to bring in the cervid parts. We lobbied for hunter amnesty to no avail. 
This is the most current CWD information for the upcoming season we have. Check the KTA or KDFWR websites for updates

Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD) was first recognized as a clinical disease in 1967 in Colorado.  As of March 2011, CWD has been found in 19 states and 2 Canadian Provinces: Colorado, Illinois, Kansas, Maryland, Michigan, Minnesota, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, New Mexico, New York, North Dakota, Oklahoma, South Dakota, Utah, West Virginia, Wisconsin, Wyoming,Virginia, Alberta, and Saskatchewan.  CWD has NOT been detected in Kentucky.
Why are Taxidermist picked on?

If you’re a Taxidermist you must adhere to special regulations that others don’t have to.

301 KAR 4:090. Buying and selling of inedible wildlife parts.

3Section 2. Licenses Required. (1) Any person, partnership, firm or corporation engaged in the business and accepting remuneration for mounting skins or other inedible parts of wildlife shall possess a taxidermist license. Such licenses are available by writing: Division of Fiscal Control, Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources, #1 Game Farm Road, Frankfort, Kentucky 40601. The license shall be openly displayed at the place of business and shall be open, along with all records pertaining to the business and all wildlife specimens or wildlife parts, to inspection during normal business hours by any properly authorized agent of the department.
(2) Individuals or businesses engaged in the selling of garments or manufactured products comprised of legally taken processed wildlife are not required to possess a license from the Department of Fish and Wildlife 
50 CFR 20 MIGRATORY BIRD HUNTING      SUBPART J -- FEATHERS OR SKINS  

§ 20.91 Commercial use of feathers.

Any person may possess, purchase, sell, barter, or transport for the making of fishing flies, bed pillows, and mattresses, and for similar commercial uses the feathers of migratory waterfowl (ducks, geese, brant, and swans) killed by hunting pursuant to this part, or seized and condemned by Federal or State game authorities, except that:
((b) No person shall purchase, sell, barter, or offer to purchase, sell, or barter mounted specimens of migratory game birds taken under authority of this part.
DID YOU KNOW? 
as a Taxidermist you are required to pay “USE TAX” to the state of Kentucky on you’re out of state purchases. (McKenzie, Van Dyke’s etc). In Kentucky,
A Taxidermist is considered a consumer not a retailer. You are not subject to collecting Sales tax on your mounts unless you sell extra’s that are not normally included in the Mounts pricing. (Ie: extra cost for a panel, Trophy plate, replicas etc).

The KTA Certification program is intended to reward those taxidermist who have entered their artwork in state competition and achieved (11) points or more. Only those points received in competitions sanctioned by and conducted by the KTA will qualify.

All judging must be done according to the NTA point system. All points earned in KTA’s 1983 state competition will be given ¼ credits per point value. All points earned in the 1984 KTA State competition will be awarded ½ point value. All points earned in the 1985 state competition and all future competitions will be given full point value. There will be a certificate of certification awarded for each category earned at the professional or Masters Division Level.. These categories will be the same as the NTA categories. All (11) points must be achieved by the individual taxidermist. Two or more taxidermist cannot combine points in a category for certification. Only individual taxidermist will be certified and NOT the name of a business. The certificate should be no less than 12 inches high and no less than sixteen inches wide. The certificate should be of high quality suitable for framing. The certificate must be signed by the president and witnessed by the secretary, and dated. The certificate shall only be awarded at the annual awards banquet that follows the state competition, and shall not be presented at any other time.
